The problems came to a head when the government deuded to constriicta tunn__el in Prachinmath,

in order to generate hydroelectricity. The PBC as well as prominent geologists of the country vehe-
mently opposed the idea citing its negative impact upon the region. The scientific community was
of the opinion that as Prachinmath sits on geological fault lingsand 1S built on a debris of a land-
slide, any large-scale construction may cause irreparableé damage to the environment. Neverthe-
léss, the government went ahead with the project, construeting the tunnel in a record time, citing
its necessity for the energy security of the country. Even many economists were of the opinion that
increased energy capacity will help India curtail its import bill. Such steps were hailed by the gov-
ernment as the stepping stone of the country towards strategic autonomy.

The worst fears of the local and sciengific communities came true when the houses in Prachinmnath
started showing large cracks. The reason for the crack, as found out after a detailed study, was at-
tributed to the subsidence of land in Prachinmath. The sinking of the land, development of large
cracks, collapsing of the buildings ete., caught the attention of social, electronic, and print media
alike. Overnight, Prachinmath became the talk of the country. Even the international media high-
lighted the episode, and the existential threat that it posed to the local communities as well as the
environment. The state and Union governments swung into action and formed an expert commit-
tee, comprising of scientists, bureaucrats, NDRF/SDRE personnel etc., to look into the matter. The
committee advised tﬁ?govemment to evacuate Prachinmath completely, as the sinking of the land
was continuing, Working on the recommendations of the committee, government prepared a de-
tailedresettlement and rehabilitation plan for the people of Prachinmath.

The Pahadi people, who squarely blamed the government for the crisis, felt cheated by the actions
of the EOVemmen_tMM\/acuate from Prachinmath, the place of their ancestors.
